- Make sure the switch is in the “off” position after use 

- Do not hit or drop the device 

- Do not touch the light sensor with your finger

Parts (Figure 1); 

- Audio jack, can connect headphones or speakers 

- ON/OFF switch (when not connected to a computer) 

- Light sensor 

- 9V battery 

- Micro USB-B connector 



Installing the Battery  

1. Make sure the switch is in the OFF position (Figure 2)

2. Remove the sliding cover to access the battery compartment (Figure 3a)

3. To connect the 9V battery, make sure the connectors are properly aligned 

(Figure 3b) before snapping the connectors on (Figure 3c).  
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OPERATION

There are two ways to operate the device: 

 

1. Running off battery power (portable mode)  

o In this case, the LightSound can be turned on and off by the switch 

 

2. Connected to a computer (the computer can be plugged in or running off of 

battery power) 

o A micro USB-B cable must be used (Figure 5) to connect the 

LightSound to the computer 

o The battery switch should be in the OFF position when running on the 

computer power 

o Note that the LightSound will run indefinitely when connected to a
